Directions to Crissy Field Center by Public Transportation
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MUNI:

# 28-19" Avenue (service between Daly City Bart to Ft. Mason via Golden Gate Bridge Toll
Plaza)

Get off on Richardson between Chestnut and Francisco
Walk one block west on Lombard to Lyon
Turn right on Lyon and continue north behind the Exploratorium

Cross the street at Marina Blvd Crissy Field Center will be ahead to your left
Walk along the path or turn in at the East Beach/Crissy Field Center sign

#30-Stockton (service between Chestnut/Broderick and CalTrain)
e Get off at Broderick and Jefferson

Walk one block north towards the Bay to Marina and cross the street
Walk west along Marina and enter The Presidio
Crissy Field Center will be on the right

Follow the pedestrian path to the East Beach/Crissy Field Center sign

#43-Masonic (service between Munich/Geneva and the Marina via USF, the Haight, Golden
Gate Park, UCSF, Forest Hill MUNI Station/M Line, City College and Balboa BART station)
e Get off at Lombard and Lyon St

Walk north along Palace Drive behind the Exploratorium

Cross the street at Marina Blvd. Crissy Field Center will be ahead to your left
Follow the pedestrian path to the East Beach/Crissy Field Center sign

#A45-Union-Stockton (service between Lyon/Greenwich and CalTrain via Union, Stockton,

Get off at Lyon and Greenwich (this is the end of the line)
